Students in the Colleges of Arts and Sciences, Journalism, ana Business are limited 
to a maximum of 17 credit hours until the drop/add period begins.

Option 1 - Boulder campus students who wish to take course work on another campus 
can register on that campus independent of their home campus registration. How­
ever, they must apply to that campus and attend their registration process. 

Option 2 -Boulder campus students who are unable to obtain courses required for 
their degree programs on the Bou 1 der campus may exercise the Concurrent Enro 11-
ment option. Students enrolled for a minimum of one course on the Boulder campus 
wj]l be allowed to register for up to 2 courses or 6 hours, whichever is greater, 
on another campus provided the coursework is required for their degree programs and 
they have their dean's permission. Boulder students exercising this option will 
P,ay tuition for their total credit hours on the Boulder campus only, at Boulder 
campus rates. Concurrent Registration forms a.nd instructions are available from 
the Class Scheduling Section of the Office of the University Registrar, Regent 125.

(1) Before enro 11 i ng in courses on the pass( 

fail option, students should consult 
their school and college requirements 
and restrictions concerning pass/fail 
enrollment to insure an approved reg­
istration. Students may obtain pass/ 
fail cards from either the Registra-
tion Final Check Clerks or at the Of­
fice of the University Registrar. 
Completed pass/fail cards must be turn­
ed in at the Office of the University 
Registrar prior to 4:45 p.m. on Fri-
day, September 18. Students win be 
given a valida.ted receipt upon submis­
sion of the pass/fail card. In those 
cases where the Office of the Univer­
sity Registrar does not indicate that 
the student has enrolled for pass/fail 
and the student contends that he did 
enroll for pass/fail, it is the stu­
dent's responsibility to support his 
claim by providing the student pass/ 
fail receipt form. After Friday, 

, September 18, it wilJ not be possible 
for a student to enro 11 for pass/fa.il. 

(2} The record of pass/fail registration is 
maintained by the Office of the University 
Registrar. 

Academic deans and faculty will not be aware of specific pass/fail registrations. 
For example, all students who are registered on a pass/fail basis appear on the reg­
ular class roster and a normal letter grade is assigned on the final grade roster 
by the professor. When grades are received in the. Records Office, those registra­
tions which require a pass/fail designation are automatically converted by the grade 
application system. Grades of D and above convert to a grade of P. Grades of F 
would equal a letter grade of F. 
Only 6 ho~.rs of course work may be pass/fai 1 in a given semester·. 

Drop/Add Standard Procedure 
(1) Students will be allowed to drop and add through Friday, S!.!ptember 18, with no 

~ignature required on the Drop/Add form. 
(2) l~fter this date, the instructor must sign Drop and Adds. In addition, add cards 

~\!ill require your dean's signature. Students must be passing a course at the time 
•it is dropped. · . 

(3) After the tenth week (Tuesday, November 10, 1981), courses may not be dropped or 
add.ed ~nless there are circumstances clearly beyond the student's control (acci­
dent~ illness, etc.); in addition to the instructor's certification (as in 2 above), 
the student must petition the Dean for all Drops and Adds. 

(4) No tuition and fee adjustment will be made on courses dropped after Friday, 
September 18, 1gs1. · 

(5) Validated receipts are available to all students who deposit Drop/Add Cards at the 
Office of the University Registrar. Regent 125. This receipt is required to sub­
stantiate claims that Drop/Adds were submitted to the Regfstrar's office. 

Withdrawal and Courses Dropped

each course for which registered. In addition, the date of withdrawal will also be 
shown on the student permanent record page and transcript. 

Withdrawal Policy 
(1) Continuing students, if you decide that you will not return to the University for 

the Fall 1981 term, and you have already paid your tuition deposit, you can receive 
a 100% refund if a letter requesting such refund is postmarked or received no later 
then July 31, 1981. Mail or bring this request to Regent 12~, Box B-7, Boulder, CO 
80309. . 

(2) If, subsequent to July 31, 1981 and prior to the beginning of lslasses, you decide 
that you will not attend the University of Colorado at Boulder, ~ou MUST withdraw 
in the Office of the University Bursar at the Tuition and Fee des~. Refer to the 
chart of withdrawal periods for applicable refund. \ 

(3) After classes begin, you must withdraw at the Dean's office of your\schoo1 or col­
lege and deposit the form at the Tuition and Fee section in the Office of the Univer­
sity Bursar, Regent 102. Refer to the chart of withdrawal periods for applicable 
refund.

The following items of students information have been designated by the University of Col­
orado as public or "Directory Information." Such information may be disclosed by the 
institution for any purpose, at its discretion. 

Name, address, telephone number, dates of attendance, registration status, class, 
major field of study, awards, honors, degree(s) conferred, past and present partic­
ipation in officially recognized sports and activities, physical factors, (height, 
weight) of·athletes, date and place of birth. 

Currently enro 11 ed students maj withhold disclosure of di reccory information under the 
Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act of 1974. To ·withhold disclosure, written 
notification must be received each term in the Office of the University Reg·istrar on 
the appropriate campus prior to the 11th day of classes. Forms requesting the withhold­
ing of "Directory Information" are available ·in the Offices of the University Registrars. 

The Universitv of Colorado assumes that failure on the part of any student to specifical­
ly request the withh"lding of "Directory Information" indicates individual approval for 
disclosure. 
Questions concerning the Family Education Rights and Privacy Act may be referred to the 
Office of the University Registrar on the Bo'u 1 der campus, and to the Office of Ad­
missions and Records on·the other campuses. 

Date of publication April 1981. 
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It shall be the policy of the Boulder campus that final examinations will be given at 
the time printed in the schedule of courses in all undergraduate courses except 
colloquia, seminars, and other courses such as laboratories where,.in the judgement 
of the faculty member and with the written concurrence of the Dean or Department Chair­
man, such an exam is not appropriate. When an exception is to be made, it shall be the 
responsibilitity of the faculty member in the course to note that exception in the 
course syllabus distributed at the beginning of the semester. 
To assure uniformity of practice, the following expectations for the examination pro­
cess will be enforced: 
1. No hourly exams or other written work should be assigned IN LIEU OF A FINAL EXAM­

INATION during the final week of the semester. This period should be used either 
for review or for the introduction of new material. 

2. Final examinations will be given as scheduled and not at other times EVEN IF THE. 
FACULTY MEMBER AND ALL STUDENTS IN A COURSE "AGREE" TO SUCH A CHANGE. Faculty 
members who schedule "early finals" wi 11 be subject to an appropriate reduction 
of FTE appointment and compensation during the examination period. 

3. If a final examination is not to be given in a particular course, the examination 
period is to be used for instructional purposes (e.g., presentation of papers, oral 
exams, etc.). Under no circumstances is the decision not to give a final examina­
tion to result in abdication of faculty responsibility to use this period construc-
tively~ · 

4. Individual students may be granted a variance from these policies provided the in­
structor is satisfied that (a) the exception is based on good and sufficient reasons 
(such as religious observances), and (b) such an exception for an early or late 
exam will not prejudice the .interests of other students in the course. 

5. When a student has more than two examinations on the same day, he/she will be en­
titled to arrange an alternative examination time for the last examor exams sched­
uled on that day. Such arrangements must be made no later than the end of the tenth 
week of the semester (i.e., at the end of the drop period). Students will be ex­
pected to provide evidence that they have more than two examinations in order to 
qualify for exceptions. · 

6. This policy applies to all undergraduate students, including seniors. Graduating 
seniors s.hould not be exempted from final examinations. Such exemptions are in~ 
appropriate on both procedural and academic grounds:

A liberal arts college has the responsibility of making available to its students a bal­
anced program which will satisfy the legitimate claims of individual interest and aspir­
ation and the need to insure that those who graduate have pursued a directed, coherent 
educational experience. 

The candidate for the liberal arts degree is expected to be literate in his own language, 
to have at least a minimal acquaintance with a language other than his own, and to be 
familiar with the subject matter and. the methodology of the three broad areas of learn­
ing represented by the humanities, the natural sciences, and the social sciences. These 
expectations generate the requirements of the college. 

Each student seeking the B.A., the B.F.A., or the B.S. degree must present two 2-semester 
course combinations in each of the following areas: Humanities, Natural Science, and 
Social Science. An area requirement may be satisfied in this college in one of two ways: 
(1) by taking one first-year course combination from the College List followed by one 
second-year combination for which the first-year combination is prerequisite';'-or (2) by 
taking one first-year combfnation in one department and one first-year combination in a 
different department. 

Each student seeking the B.A. or B.F.A. degree must, in addition to the above, demon­
strate in one of three ways a third-semester proficiency in a classical or modern foreign 
language: (a) by completion of a leveJ-III high-school foreign language course; (b) com­
pletion of an appropriate third-semester college course; or (c) by a proficiency examina­
tion admini.stered by one of our foreign language departments.

ASSUME RESPONSIBILITY FOR PROBLEMS RESULTING FROM A STUDENT'S FAILURE TO FOLLOW THE POL­
LCIES STATED IN THE CATALOG OR FROM MISADVICE GIVEN BY SOMEONE OTHER THAN A STAFF MEMBER 
OF THE COLLEGE OF BUSINESS. SIMILARLY, STUDENTS ARE RESPONSIBLE FOR ALL DEADLINES, 
RULES, AND REGULATIONS IN THIS SCHEDULE. 
Administrative Drops - Business faculty may drop students for nonattendance or if all 
prerequisites have not been met. Students are responsible for checking with their in­
structors concerning attendance policies. 
Area of Emphasis - Typically, after taking several of the cor~ courses, students select 
an area from the 13 offered. Then, having found their own interest, students take the 
12 hours required for their area. Many students use their business and nonbusiness elec­
tives to complete requirements for two areas. 
Business Electives - Nine hours needed. These are~ courses taught by the College of 
Business and Administration in addition to those required fn either the business "core" 
or the area of "area of emphasis." 
Course Load - Business students may register for a maximum of 17 hours of coursework 
during the fall or spring semesters and a maximum of 6 hours during a 5-week surrmer 
term. 
Deadlines - The student is responsible for being aware of and observing all Universil 
and College of Business deadlines. 
Drop/Add - Adding business classes is by petition only to the Dean. Bus.iness classi 
may not be added after the first week of class. All class assignments are on a space 
available basis. Nonbusiness students will not be sectioned into business classes, 
but those required to take business classes may be added during the first week'of class 
providing they have received prior approval from their. Dean, the College of Business 
has approved the add, and providing space is available. 
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Expository Writing- A.S. 100, 101, 102, 103 or 110 will fulfu11 this requirement. CLEP 
credit is not acceptable. 
Incomplete Grades - Incomplete grades are given only in documented and extenuating cir­
cumstances·clearly beyond the student's control. The student is expected to complete 
the course requirements, e.g., final exam, term paper, within established deadline and 
not retake the entire course. 
Information for Graduating Seniors - All graduating seniors must contact the Office o:f 
Undergraduate Studies for a complete academic evaluation prior to registering for their 
last term term on campus. 
To receive a B.S. degree in business, the student must have achieved· a grade point aver­
age of 2.0 for all work attempted at the University of Colorado, a 2.0 average for all 
business courses attempted at the University and a 2.0 average in the four required 
area-of-emphasis courses. 
Intrauniversity Transfer - Students who wish to transfer to business from an<lther col­
lege or school of the University must formally apply at the Dean's office (room 230), 
within the deadline established by the College of Business. Applicants must be en­
rolled on the Boulder Campus at the time of application and have completed a minimum 
15 hours at University of Colorado prior to applying. A limited number of students are 
admitted to the college each term on IUT. and when the quota .is filled, app.li~tions will 
not be accepted until the next term. Admitted students must enroll on Boulder Campus 
the term admitted or IUT is void. 
Mathematics - Math 107 and 3 hours of college Jeve.l calculus are requir'E!dof .all Business 
students. There are no substitutions for Math 107, but Math 106 or'l30 or A 'Math 135 or 
136 may be used to satisy the calculus requirement. Math 107 and 108 may be taken in 
any sequence, but it is recommended that Math 107 precede Math 108.

Natural Science - Cherodstry, physics, .bi~logy, astronomY, physical geography, physical 
anthropology, geology, earth science, and physical science. 
NO Credit - Due to space limitations, business classes may not be taken on a no credit 
basis. 

Nonbusiness Electives - Nonrequired courses taken outside the College of Business and 
Admini,stration selected according to the student's own interest (exc'luding activity P.E., 
remedial courses, and lower-division ROTC). Nine hours must be upper division (numbered 
in 300s or 400s). 
Nonclassroom Sources of Credit (e.g., Independent Study, Certain Experimental Studies)­
A maximum of 6 hours of nonclass sources of credit will be counted toward the B.S. 
degree in business and not more than 3 hours of such credit per semester. A description 
of the course and appropriate approvals must be submitted to the Office of Undergraduate 
studies prior to registering for all S4£h courses. Independent study courses in busi­
ness are mtended for business seniors. • 

Pass/Fail - Students in the college may not use courses taken on pass/fail basis to sat­
isfy required business or nonbusiness course, or business elective courses. A maximum 
of 16 hours or.pass/fail credit may be applied toward the B.S. degree in business; trans­
fer students may take 1 hour of pass/fail for every 8 hours completed at this institution. 
Students enrolled in the college prior to Fall 1980 may take pass/fail hours as specified 
in the Bulletin effective at the time of their admission to the college. PASS/FAIL DETER­
KINATION MUST BE MADE WITHIN UNIVERSITY DEADLINES AND IS IRREVERSIBLE. 
Physical Education- P.E., recreation, an4,dance activity courses may not be counted to­
ward a B.S. degree in business, but a maximum of 6 hours of theory (non-activity) courses 
may be applied to nonbusiness electives. '' 
Prerequisites - Students registering for courses without having completed appropriate 
prerequisites or who do not have the appropriate class standing may be administratively 
dropped from-business classes. Business majors are defined as students officially en­
rolled in the College of Business and Administration or an official comluned program. 
Repeating Courses - Repetition of work either at the University of Colorado and/or else-

. where, or below college-level work, is not acceptable toward a B.S. degree in business. 
Grades of D-earned at this institution count toward graduation and courses need not be 
repeated. The College of Business and Administration does not remove F's or change 
grades if a course ·is repeated. All work attempted will appear on permanent records. 
ROTC - Only 12 hours of 300 and 400 level ROTC courses may be counted, providing the 
student is enrolled in the ROTC program and completes it. 
Statement of Academic Standards- Students are held to basic standards of performance 
established for their classes with respect to attendance, active participation in course 
work, promptness in completion of assignments, correct English usage both in writing and 
in speech, accuracy in calculations, and general quality of scholastic workmanship. 
In general, examinations are required in all courses and for all students including 
seniorS. -

To be in good standing, students must have an overall grade-point average of not less 
than 2.0 (C = 2.0) for all work attempted and a 2.0 for all business courses 
attempted. This applies to work taken at all University campuses. Physical Education 
activity courses and remedial course work are· not included in the overall average. 
When semester grades become available, students below the acceptable standard will be 
notified of (1) probationary status or (2) suspension. Students are responsible for be­
ing aware of their academic status at all time and late grades and/or notification does 
not waive this responsibility. College rules governing probation and suspension are: 

1. Any student whose overall grade average, or business course average, is less than 
a 2.0 shall be placed on probation fmmediately. A student may be removed from pro­
bation when the overall average and the business average have been raised to 2.0. 

2. A student shall remain on probation as long as the student maintains normal degree 
progress each semester as determined by the college and obtains no grade below a 
C. Such probationary status may continue a maximum of four terms providing these 
provisions have been met. Failure to meet these provisions will result in indefi­
nite suspension. 

3. Indefinitely suspended students may attend the Univ~rsity of Colorado summer school 
.. in order to improve their grade average in the area of deficiency, but they may not 
attend any division of the University including study abroad and continuing educa-
tion programs, while under suspension. - -

4. A student who has been under indefinite suspension for one·calendar year may apply 
for readmis.si.on to the College of Business and Administration. If readmitted, 
that readmission will be on a probationary status providing space is available. 
After being readmitted under such probationary status, any student .who fails to 
compl,y with the requirements of their probation will be subject to permarn"rtt · ·'' 
:uspension. · 

Any student who is placed on suspension more than once will be permanently suspended 
from the College of Business. 
Any student earning all failing grades or no academic credit for the semester will 
not be permitted to register without the Dean's approval. 

J. Official combined degree students are required to maintain the same standard of 
per:ormance as College of Business students in order to be continued in the combined 

-bus 1 ness program. 
Transfer Students - Transfer work from other institutions is evaluated first by the Uni­
versity of Colorado; Office of the University Registrar, but final degree determination 
is made by the College of Business. Transfer credits from unaccredited institutions 
will not apply toward the business. degree. On questions of substitution of required. 
courses, comparison of catalog descriptions will be made. Students are responsible for 
providing course descriptions. Transfer credit for business courses taken at a lower­
diviston level is limited to only such courses at the University of Colorado at that 
leveL

1. Students who have been on probation or suspension at any time in the past will auto­
m~tica11y be suspended if their cumulative GPA again falls below a 2.0. All courses 
taken at any campus of the Uni.versity of Colorado are included in the compilation of 
the cumulative average. 

2. Students should enroll for a minimum of 12 hours each semester during the regular ac­
ademic year, or petition for approval to take fewer hours. Students must also petition 
to drop courses that will reduce the total semester credit hour load below 12 hours. 
Those students who are employed should complete an "Employed Student Report" in the 
dean's office. 

3. Students are expected to fulfill all prerequisities. It is important to study the 
catalog carefully because many courses must be taken in specific sequence. Students 
who receive D's in prerequisite courses and wish to register for the succeeding 
course must petition to obtain approval of their major department, the instructor 
of the succeeding course, and the dean's office before attending that course. 

4. The College of Engineering and Applied Science will not remove F's or any other grade 
for any courses repeated. A student's cumulative grade point average shall inc'lude 
all academic courses attempted for grades at the University of Colorado. 

5. Students should note the restrictions on .the Pass/Fail option given in the Student 
Survival Guide and check with their department office for specific departmental re­
strictions. Pass/Fail forms require the signatures of a designated faculty member 
of a student's major department plus dean's approval. 

6. Students must petition if they intend to take a course NC (non-credit). No course to 
be included in the 136 semester credit hours required for graduation can be taken NC. 

7. Students may drop and add courses during the first two weeks of the semester without 
any signatures required on a drop/add card. After the second week, the instructor's 
signature is required on the ·drop card if the instructor feels a student is passing 
and is willing to allow the student to drop the course. After the tenth week you 
will not be allowed to drop a course. 

8. Students will not be allowed to add a class after the drop/add period ends. Academic 
calendars are published each semester which state the date of the last day to add a 
course. No exceptions will be made. 

9. Final examination dates and times are printed in the applicable semester Schedule of 
courses. Students should be careful not to sign up for courses that would require 
three or more finals on the same day. 

10. Engineering students are subject. to disenrollment if they do not comply with College 
.rules. 

Information for Graduating Seniors 
1. Students planning tograduate in December or May should complete a Dipl{)ma Application 

form· by October 1. Forms are available at schedule pick-up or in the dean's office, 
EC AD 1-1. 

2. All graduating seniors should notify their major departments prior to their last term· 
on campus and carefully plan their schedules with their advisers' approval so as to 
assure fulfillment of requirements for the degree. Tentative commencement lists will 
be posted on the bulletin board outside the dean's office. The name of each graduat­
ing senior should appear on this list. Each senior should verify that the name is 
spelled correctly and is given as it should appear on the diploma. Each individual's 
major should also be shown correctly. Please notify the dean's office of any errors 
on thi.s 1 ist. 

3. Final grades for removal of IF's: or Hi's and/or the completion of correspondence 
courses must be in the Dean's Office before final exams begin. 

4. Minimum requirements for the B.S. degree: 
a. Total of 136 hours passed in a prescribed curriculum 
b. A grade point average of 2.0 for all courses attempted and for all courses that 

count toward graduation requirements excluding from grade averging the letter 
grade P given in Pass/Fail courses. These courses may, however, count toward 
graduation. · 

c. Last 30 hours must be taken as a degree student in the College of Engineering 
and Applied Science. 

d. Recommendation by the faculty of the student's major department and the fatul ty 
of the College ~f Engineering and Applied Science. 

Students may check 'with the dean's office to verify that they wi 11 have the tota 1 number 
of hours and grade point average required for graduation. It is also the student's re­
sponsibility to check with the depar;tmental adviser on fulfillment of the specific. re­
quirements of the major department.

Environmental Design students must specify major code EV 852 and obtain advisers from 
the faculty in Environmental Design. Faculty offices for advisers are in the Environ­
mental Design Building. All students enrolled in the College of Environmental Design 
are required to see an adviser prior to registration for. each semester. 
TRANSFER STUDENTS 
Before admittance to this program, transfer students either from the Boulder campus or 
from other universities should have completed a college physics course with lab, En-· 
glish composition or equivalent, math' (calculus for pre-architecture and statistics for 
planning and other design students), biological science, and some graphic skills. An 
overall B average in previous coursework is helpful for .admission. 
MINIMUM SCHOLASTIC STANDARDS 
Students will be subject to suspension if they do riot attain imd continue to maintain a 
cumulative ~rade point average of 2.0 for the Environmental Design undergraduate divi­
sion. A "D' in a required core course would be grounds for repeating the course. 
NORMAL SCHEDULE 
The normal semester credit-hour load in the College of Environmental Design is 16 semes-· 
ter hours. Advance approval by the dean is essential for loads of less than 12 hours 
or more than 19 hours. 
CHANGE OF SCHEDULE 
Students may drop courses during the first two weeks of a semester without securing the 
approval of the dean and processing the drop fonn. After that time, the procedure must 
include written approval of the instructor concerned and the dean. Under the following 
condition, a course must be dropped with a failure: 

When the course is dropped after the tenth week of the semester '( un 1 ess the 
reason for dropping is clearly beyond the student's control and is so affirmed 
by the dean's. office). 

· No incomplete marks (IW or IF} are given in the College of Environmental Design except 
in the case of proven medical crisis. 
WITHDRAWAL

Academic: polic:ies, rules, and regulations are pub1i$hed in t~e School of Pharmacy section 
of the c:urrent UCB Catalog. Students are expected to become familiar with these rules 
and regulations as well as the specific requirements for graduation. Students are en­
couraged to c:onsurt with their adviser or the School of Pharmacy office if information 
1s desired at any time. · 

REGISTRATION 

Ac:ademic advising will be available at the School of Pharmacy office, Ekeley West 181; 
during registration and pre-registration. ADVISING IS MANDATORY. The registration sched­
ule must be signed by an adviser, and. a major card obtained prior to submitting the com­
pleted registration materials. 

COURSE OF STUDY 

The norma 1 academic 1 oad is 16 to 18 hours. . Permf.ss ion t(l take more. than 18 ·.hours .or 
less than 12 hours may be granted only by the dean. A student must be registered for at 
!east 12 hours of credit on the Boulder campus in order to qualify for"a semester of res­
ldency. The proper sequence of both the professional and nonprofessional courses in the 
curriculum must be maintained. A student under the. status of scholastic probation· w111 
not. be permitted to advance into either the fourth or fifth year of the course of study 
sequence until at least a cumulative 2.0grade point average has been attained in the 
School of Phannacy. A grade of D is not an i!Cceptable passing grade in a professional 
•course and a student wi 11 not be pennitted to register for fifth year profess i ona 1 · 
courses unless all third and fourth year professional courses have been completed sat­
isfactorily with a grade of C or better. A student may not register for any third or 
fourth year professional courses unless all prerequisites has been satisfied with an· 
acceptable passinggrade. 

PASS/FAil OPTION 

The Pass/Fail option is not permitted for the non-professional or professional courses 
that are required for graduation. After enrollment in the School of Pharmacy, a maximum 
of six semester hours of nonprofessional electives may be taken to apply towards the de­
gree under the Pass/Fail option. Professional electives in the School of Pharmacy may 
not be taken under the Pass/Fail option. 

WITHDRAWAL 

A student leaving the University during a semester or term must report to the School of 
Phannacy office to initiate a statement of withdrawal. If a student leaves without ob­
taining an official approval of withdrawal, a grade of failure will be reported for each 
enrolled course. 

ACADEMIC STANDARDS 

In the School of.Pharmacy a grade of D is not an acceptable passing grade in a profes~ 
sional course; if a grade of D is received, the course must be repeated until a grade of 
C or better is received. Professional courses are those listed under Pharmacy-Pharma­
ceutics, Clinical Pharmacy, Pharmacy Administration, Pharmaceutical Chemistry, Pharmocol­
ogy, and Biopharmacy. A student must maintain a cumulative 2.0 grade point average for 
all courses attempted in the School of Pharmacy to remain in good standing. If the 
cumulative average falls below 2.0 the student's status is subject to review by the 
Scho 1 as tic Advancement and Appea 1 s Colllllittee. 

PHARMACY RESIDENCE 
The American Association of Colleges of Pharmacy requires that a m1n1mum residencY of 
three academic years shall be required to compl<ete the professional years of study for 
a baccalaureate degree in pharmacy. To qualify for a semester of pharmacy residency, a 
student must be registered for at least 12 hours of credit in the School of Pharmacy on 
t"he Boulder camp.us. If a student takes a reduced schedule of less that 12 hours for the 
semester or attends the SUfllller session, pharmacy residency will be granted in proportion
